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Introduction/Background

The Buzan Centre: Aust/NZ represents Tony Buzan in the AustralAsia region, and Buzan

Licensed Instructors (BLIs) in Tony Buzan’s landmark technique - Mind Mapping.

The role of
the BLI is to champion Tony’s goal of Global Mental Literacy (well on the way with an
estimated 250 million people now Mind Mapping) by introducing and training others to use
Mind Maps - the Swiss Army Knife of the Brain.

In 2009 the Buzan Centre: Aust/NZ has reviewed and updated the BLI program in order to make it more accessible to people
who want to champion Mind Maps globally. What follows is an overview of what you need to consider and undertake if you
want to become a BLI with the Buzan Centre: Aust/NZ in 2009.

Getting Started

First, to become a BLI you should already be Mind Mapping, be reasonably skilled e,
with hand drawn maps, and have experience being a presenter, trainer, teacher
and/or coach. You will have attended a Mind Mapping session with Jennifer, Tony
or one of our current BLIs so you will have seen the basic program and have a
good understanding of Tony’s principles and methods. If you haven’t attended a
program and are not a proficient Mind Mapper, you will need to complete a
program and start Mind Mapping to get your skills up, before undertaking the BLI
accreditation. Our view is that you can only teach Mind Maps if you are using
them yourself and are skilled using Tony’s methods.

v Dates you can attend a qualifying foundation Mind Mapping program are
—with Tony Buzan - 19 May (Melb) or 21 May (Bris), or
— with Jennifer Goddard on 12 June, 10 Aug or 6 Nov (Melb), 11 Aug or 5 Nov (Syd), 17 Aug or 30 Oct (Bris).

Secondly, you need to read and Mind Map three Buzan books — Use Your Head, the Mind Map Book — Fully lllustrated Edition
and one other book relevant to your situation (e.g. Ultimate Book of Mind Maps, Mind Maps at Work or Embracing Change for
business people, Mind Maps for Kids or Brain Child for teachers). Mind Maps need to be hand-drawn as part of skill
development and it is likely there will be an overview map and three or more sub maps per book to do it justice.

The aim is to ensure everyone attending BLI training is on the same page. We’d also like to see other Mind Maps you have
drawn over time as part of your portfolio. Don’t worry about the content or how good they are, we just need to see where you
are now so we can help you build on your skill.

Once you have attended a foundation program and Mind Mapped the books, the next step is to
attended the 4 day BLI Brain Camp with Jennifer Goddard, Master Trainer and Bill Jarrard, Co-

f ‘ provides a range of ‘modules’ you can use in training and facilitation, builds advanced mapping
F skills, explores a range of MMapplications and software, and provides training hints and tips, as
well as discussing what it takes to become a successful BLI.

Those who wish to use software more extensively will need to do further skill development.

We will provide lots of examples, back-up information, typical workshop formats, and lots of
- hints and tips. You will also get a swag of resource material on a CD.

The 2009 BLI Brain Camps will be held in Queensland at Jennifer and Bill’s place near Sanctuary Cove, half way between
Brisbane and the Gold Coast. The aim of having the camp here is to keep it relatively informal and friendly, while having ready
access to the vast resources in our library. The Brain Camp needs a minimum of 4 participants to run, and will have a maximum
of 8 so we can ensure focus on skill development. A variety of accommodation is available locally, but book early to secure a
room — information will be provided when you book your place on the program.

You can register for the Brain Camp at any time by completing the Application Form and paying the program deposit. Upon
booking we will send you a set of Mind Map pads and pens to support your Mind Mapping efforts. Confirmation of your
attendance can only be made upon you sending us copies of your Mind Maps of Use Your Head and payment of the remaining
course fee. You will need to bring your Mind Maps of the prescribed books and any other examples to the BLI Brain Camp. Ifa
course is fully booked, you will be placed on a Waiting List.

will be enrolled on www.fuzz2buzz.com and will become a member of the BLI in Training Group.
This gives you access to a range of materials that support your training. Following the Brain Camp
you become a member of the Global BLI Group and have access to a vast array of information, and
are able to communicate with BLIs globally.

To enhance your skill levels, Tony asks BLIs to continually review the work he has done and Mind
Map everything of his they read and view. For example, Tony has a number of videos on
www.buzan.com.au and YouTube.com you should view and Mind Map. These Mind Maps should
be loaded to fuzz2buzz.com and by sharing maps in this way the skills of all BLIs are enhanced.

In addition, we will hold BLI get-togethers in different places, and of course if Tony is the area, you
should make an effort to meet him and see him present.
